Based on its Proprietary Intelligent Fastening Technology

The Directors of TZ Limited (“TZ”) (ASX:TZL) today announce that the first
commercial applications based on TZ's proprietary Intelligent Fastening
Technology have been released by Textron Fastening Systems (“Textron”). The
release of a series of new solutions for aircraft interiors took place at a well
attended press briefing on Wednesday 6™ April at the Hamburg Aircraft Interiors
Expo 2005. Textron had a significant presence at the Expo and the primary
focus was on Intevia™".

In December 2004 Textron and Telezygology Inc. (“TZI”), a wholly owned
subsidiary of TZ, signed a Technology Partnership agreement to develop,
commercialize and manufacture products using TZ's proprietary Intelligent
Fastening Technology (“IFT”) and market them under the Intevia" brand.
Textron paid TZ US$10m to have global exclusivity to this section of TZ’s
Intellectual Property (“IP”) portfolio.

The attached press release from Textron is the first in a series of
announcements expected in 2005 that will introduce a range of Intevia™
products to the aerospace market.

The press conference was hosted by Textron’s Vice President of Global
Aerospace Sales, Chris Marx, who is overseeing the Intevia" commercialization
program. He welcomed the press representatives by saying “today is an historic
day for Textron Fastening Systems, for MacCarthy Interiors and for the global
aerospace industry.” He went on to say “we believe that Intevia" technology is
the future of fastening,” before introducing the Managing Director of MacCarthy
Interiors Ltd (“MacCarthy”), a United Kingdom based aircraft interior design,
manufacture and certification company. MacCarthy, whose customers include
Virgin Atlantic Airways, British Airways, Emirates, KLM Airlines and TNT Air-
Freight, are the first commercial customer of Intevia™ technology.
